Title: Invitation to the Dec. 1997 Q.11/Q.15 meeting in Eibsee (Bavaria)





Q.11/Q.15 are planning to hold Rapporteur Meeting in December 1997. Siemens would be pleased to host such meetings. The current plans are the following:


1	Meeting will be hold in Eibsee (in the Bavarian Alps), about 20 Minutes from Garmisch, and about 2 hours from Munich, the closest airport. The dates are: December 2-5, 1997. Eibsee can be reached by train to Garmisch (then taxi or bus), or rental car. Whether will be early Winter with definitely some snow already (elevation = 1000 m). The hotel has said that they can handle any amount of snow, so we should not be too worried to be locked up e.g. for X-mas. Eibsee is a resort place, so informal, but warm clothing is required.


2	Tentative arrangements have been made for 80 people and 4-5 meeting rooms. The flat rate (typical type of conference arrangements including everything, i.e. hotel, meals, conference rooms, pool, ski lifts etc. except drinks) will be around 215 DM/day. 


The official registration has to be issued quickly (e.g. end of September) and early response will be required (end of October), as Eibsee is all year round a busy place, and for late bookings no guarantee can be made.


3	For Q.15 video demo facilities will be provided, and requests will be coordinated by A. Kaup and B. Wimmer (details through the video reflector).


4	Copying facilities will be minimal (we intend to bring in one medium size copying machine), so strong use of the electronic predistribution is requested, plus each submitter should bring appropriate number of copies to the meeting as advised by the Rapporteur.


5	PC facilities: We will bring one old PC for minimal local PC arrangement and electronic file storage and 2 printers for “general” print out.


6	Modem connection: This is a bottleneck. Analog modems can only be connected to one particular connector. Key will be available from the front desk, and payment for line use has to be made to them directly (unfortunately it is very expensive….). Last year cellular phones did not function yet in Eibsee, this might have been solved in the meantime.
