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It was approved at the Working Party 16 meeting in Sunriver to hold a joint Q.11+Q.15/16 Rapporteur Meeting.  The meeting was scheduled for 2-5 December 1997 in Eibsee, Bavaria, Germany. It is planned that Q.15 will meet in joint with Q.11 at this meeting.





A detailed meeting agenda will be sent at by the Rapporteurs at a later point in time.





Here we would like to invite participants for registration. A registration form is attached.





First of all Siemens is pleased to host such meetings. The current arrangement is the following:





1	Meeting will be held in Eibsee (in the Bavarian Alps), about 20 Minutes from Garmisch, and about 2 hours from Munich by train, the closest airport. The dates are: December 2-5, 1997. Eibsee can be reached by train to Garmisch (then taxi or bus), or rental car. Weather will be early Winter with definitely some snow already (elevation of Eibsee = 1000 m; the Alps around it 3000m, where skying fans definitely can sky in their free time, if there will be any). The hotel said that they can handle any amount of snow, so we should not be too worried to be locked up e.g. for X-mas. Eibsee is an alpine resort place, so informal, but warm clothing is required. So be prepared that during the time we spend in Eibsee it may snow.





From the airport to Eibsee you can use either the public transport (train/bus/taxi) or rental car (at this time of the year more of an adventure as Eibsee is in the Alps, where road conditions can sometimes be difficult (basically between Garmisch and Eibsee).





With train there are 3 trains per hour from the Airport into the town (Number S8 - the only train going to the airport...). You have to change at Munich Central station to a  train to Garmisch (they go per hour), details can also be obtained from Web (we can provide further details on that).





At the Munich Airport the Deutsche Bahn (DB) - railway - has a booth very close to the central place


where you buy the S-Bahn ticket to Munich. They are open at normal times (not 24 hours). On Sunday, from 10.00 to 20.00, maybe with some midday lunchbreak. You can buy your ticket there until Garmisch-Partenkirchen at least, but probably even until Eibsee. Usually they don't have too much customer traffic. So, probably the best place to buy your train ticket there, because they can give you a single ticket for the entire journey. Otherwise you have to buy one ticket from the airport to the Central station and a second from Munich Central Station (Hauptbahnhof) to Garmisch.


Also they speek English, so my advise buy your ticket there if they are 'on duty'.





From Garmisch Station there is a Bus (goes one per hour to Eibsee, called Eibsee bus, and is blue), or you take one of the taxis (about 15-20 Minutes ride if the roads are ok.). The hotel is just located at the lake of Eibsee, where the final stop of the bus is. There is no other hotel or village close to it, so you can not miss it.





You can also go by train from Garmisch to the Zugspitze, and get of at Eibsee. But here you have to walk with your luggage to the hotel about 5 Minutes.





By car, you must have a map! From the airport you have to head South (Munich is some 40 km away from the airport), basically cross the city or drive around it, get to the Autobahn A95 to Garmisch and then you are fine. That part of the drive sounds easy, but it is not. The route is complicated, and you can get heavy traffic, depending when are you driving and how are you driving. So, please consult your map for driving details. One possible route that you take the Autobahn directly into Munich, get to  A9, drive at the end. You get to a very busy circular road called “Mittlere Ring”. Drive around the center towards Autobahn Garmisch (it is probably better to drive around West towards the Olympia Stadium) until you get to the Autobahn to Garmisch (almost opposite part of the town). From Munich to the Eibsee hotel it is exactly 100 km drive and it takes me an hour if roads are ok. Take A 95 (Autobahn) to Garmisch that end in Routes 2 and 23. Go into Garmisch. Before Garmisch there is a sign to Garmisch and to Partenkirchen. Follow the Route 23 to Garmisch, Reute, Fernpass, Grainau. You have to cross Garmisch and get to Grainau. Grainau is the next village to Eibsee. At Grainau you will find signs to Eibsee.


After you leave Grainau on Route 23, you have to turn left at a sign to Eibsee. Then you cross a bit again of Grainau and you continue to Eibsee. You can not miss it. There are signs everywhere. All the time you have the Zugspitze at your left (if not in cloud). You can also see the cable car going to the top. The last part of the drive is quite deep. Then you get to the end of the road. On the right hand side


at the lakeside there is the hotel. They have a private parking lot for guests, free of charge. Otherwise 5 DM pro day.





2	Tentative arrangements have been made for 80 people and 4-5 meeting rooms (that can be flexibly rearranged any time within 15 minutes by the hotel staff). The flat rate (typical type of conference arrangements including everything, i.e. hotel, meals, conference rooms, pool, ski lifts etc. except drinks) will be 215 DM/day. We will arrange in such a fashion that the evening meal (dinner) before your arrival is covered by the packages, while for Friday the last covered meal is Lunch. If you want to spent more time in Eibsee, you can have rooms at the normal rates (130 DM per person was last year, for this year I have to check). Also for accompaning partners the rate is reduced. On request we can investigate that too. An early response and meeting registration is required (end of October), as Eibsee is all year round a busy place, and for late bookings no guarantee can be made. After the deadline we have to make adjustment with the hotel, about how many rooms we really occupy. If you don’t register by the dealine, we will return the remaining rooms to the hotel, in order not to harm their business and not too pay charges for them. At this point in time we (include. the Rapporteurs) can not make a good estimate about the number of potential participants (also, because many recommendations have been determined and are in the voting phase, so likely little work is expected on them). So, for late registrations, no guarantee for accomodation can be given, and the next hotels are about 5 Minutes away per car in the next village.





Please send a copy of your reservation both to the hotel and us. Mention to the Hotel the “Siemens-ITU” meeting. We will ask the hotel to send you confirmation in due course. So, if you don’t get confirmation let us say in a week, let us know. It is important that both the hotel and we keep the same list all the time, in order to have some control of the situation.





3	For Q.15 video demo facilities will be provided, and requests will be coordinated by A. Kaup (Dr. Andre Kaup; Siemens AG; Tel.:+49 89 636-49015; Fax:+49 89 636-52393; E-mail: andre.kaup@mchp.siemens.de) and B. 4	Copying facilities will be minimal (we intend to bring in one medium size copying machine), so strong use of the electronic predistribution is requested, plus each submitter should bring appropriate number of copies to the meeting as advised by the Rapporteur later, when we know exactly how many people have registered.





5	PC facilities: Sorry, but it will also be very modest. We will bring one old PC for minimal local PC arrangement and electronic file storage and 2 printers for “general” print out. People are encoraged to bring their laptops, but unfortunately no LAN service will be provided. Everybody should be equipped with the latest virus scanning software, in order to prevent the usual problems with viruses.





6	Modem connection: This is unfortunately a bottleneck. Analog modems can only be connected to one particular connector, due to the technical pecularity of the hotel PBX System (I will not let you know who the PBX provider was....). Key to the room where the connector sits will be available from the front desk, and payment for line use has to be made to them directly (unfortunately, it is very expensive….). Last year cellular phones did not function yet in Eibsee, this might have been solved in the meantime.
