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This paper and accompanying video sequencies presents two video clips with sign language intended to be used as test material for video coding. It contains sign language performed with natural speed. 


The sequence named "Irene" is in Swedish sign language from Swedish Educational TV and shows the head-to-stomach view that is usually used in personal use of videophones for signing. It is recorded in PAL with 25 fps. The presented file q11c17A.mpg is MPEG-1 coded in CIF resolution. 





The sequence named "Rosen" is in American sign language at the Gallaudet University in Washington DC and shows a broader view normally useful for two people in picture. It is recorded in NTSC with 30 fps. The presented file q11c17B.mpg is MPEG-1 coded in resolution 352*240.
