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Background.


At the Eibsee meeting there was a strong feeling that we could benefit from improving the procedure for comparing simulation results - both objectively and subjectively.  A document with definition of simulation conditions already existed, but for several reasons this did not result in simulation results that could be easily compared.  That is why we decided to define more closely the simulation conditions to be used until the Tampere meeting in order to have better possibility to compare simulation results.

Work since Eibsee


There was no physical meeting.  The work was done via the reflector.  Several E-mails were exchanged.  The main topics where:


Clarifications on which annexes to use for anchors.


Which software to use to produce anchors.


Modifications to bitrates used for subjective comparisons.


The process of agreement to those issues turned out to be slow and we had some problems to agree on all details in time for the Tampere meeting.  However, the big achievement was to have available anchor bitstreams that may be used to produce anchor sequences.
