There are 3 kind of bills (10,000 won, 5,000 won, 1,000 won) 4 kind of coins (500, 100, 50, 10 won).



Airport to Hotel transportation 

The nearest airport from the meeting place is Kimpo international airport which is about 20 km west from the hotel. There are several traffic services between the airport and the meeting place. During rush hours and sometimes during daytime, you can be caught in traffic which is very terrible especially for visitors. The numbering corresponds to the priority of recommended transportation.

Korean Air Line (KAL) limousine bus : KAL bus operates between the Kimpo airport and major hotels in Seoul 4 times per hour starting from 6:15 am. There are five routines and you need to take routine 2. Tickets can be purchased at KAL info. kiosk in the airport, which is priced at 5,000 won per one way trip. The bus has about 25 seats in three rows which is very spacious and comfort and is equipped with a wireless public phone. The travel time is 30 minutes to 60 minutes depending on traffic. For more information call at 82-2-667-0386~9.

Subway : There are 10 web-like subway routines in Seoul. You can reach the nearest subway station (Kim.po.kong.hang station) at the airport directly through the underpass and you need to transfer one time at Jong.ro.3.ga station and get off at the (Dong.dae.ib.ku station) then you can see the hotel. The fee is 500~600 won. I bet this work is a little bit challenging for strangers. It will take about 60 minutes (2 minutes will be taken per one station on average, and 5 to 10 minutes per transfer)

Taxi : Taxis are of two types. One is deluxe type (which is called Mo.beom taxi (black colored) and another is standard type. For the Mo.beom taxi, the basic fare is 3,000 won plus 200 won incremental time-distance increases. The total fare is about 28,000 won to the hotel. The standard type is small and the light case on top is usually blue. The basic rate is 1,300 won plus 100 won incremental time-distance increases. The total fare will be 14,000 won. Again, the above-mentioned taxi price is traffic dependent. No tipping and tax are required.

Also, you may use rent-a-car at the airport, which is priority 4. 



Time and weather

Local time is GMT+9 (1 AM in Seoul = 16* PM in London = 9* AM in Los Angeles, * : previous day)



The early November is in the end of fall in Korea. The temperature might be as high as 20 degree Celsius and as low as 5 degree Celsius.
