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ITU-T SG16 Q.15 thanks SG12 for its liaison statement on audiovisual quality assessment replying the liaison statement from SG16 Q.15.  The liaison statement was reviewed in our Santiago meeting.  We are pleased that your work is in progress and some Recommendations were now reached a decision stage at SG12 meeting in November/December 1998.
In response to your specific question, Q.15/16 has developed reference encoding methods, multiplex packetization methods, models of error-prone data corruption through a mobile multiplex channel (using actual error patterns measured from mobile channels), and reference error detection and concealment methods.  From these developed models, simulations have been constructed and shown within Q.15/16 to illustrate the resulting performance.  The work on subjective quality evaluation under error-prone environment is therefore still ongoing and we do not have sufficient answer to your question at this point of time.  This issue will be further discussed in our Rapportuers group meetings and we will inform the results to SG12.

Q.15/16 understand that video subjective quality assessment in general becomes more important for our ongoing video coding development, such as H.263++ and H.26L.  Q.15/16 experts appreciate if advice is given from SG12 experts for applying the quality assessment method defined in Recommendations developped by SG12 to our video coding study.
