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In this document we propose to add certain functionality into Annex L, rather than defining it in other Annexes.  The document does not contain any technical content, but focuses on the correct place of technical content proposed elsewhere in the H.263++ document.

Assuming acceptance of any of the mechanisms of proposed Annex W, normative Error Concealment, or the Copyright message, the open question of the correct placement of the definition of such mechanisms remains.  This questions has two facets: 1) how to signal the use of a certain mechanism, and 2) where to define the mechanism itself.

For all three mechanisms Exact IDCTspecification, normative error concealment, and copyright messages it holds true that they have no implications on the bitstream other than their signaling.  Therefore, the correct place for these signals is Annex L, as in this Annex several algorithms of similar characteristics are already collected.  We feel that this is rather uncontroversial.

The remaining question is where to place the definition of the algorithms themselves.  We propose to put them close to the signaling into Annex L rather then into their own Annexes.  The reasoning for this proposal is:

· The numbering-space problem: We're running out of characters for Annexes

· Annex L already contains a few rather complex definitions, e. g. the one for chroma keying,

· Algorithms should be defined close to the signaling mechanism

· The procedural problem of the two-year rule does currently not exist: we can change Annex L if we want.
