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Appendix II of H.263 was approved as part of H.263 version 2, which extended the first version of H.263 by the addition of a number of optional modes. Appendix II of H.263 defined, in a non-normative manner, several preferred mode combinations of operation with the hope that option-enhanced terminals would have a higher probability of connecting to each other using some syntax better than the “baseline.”

Appendix II has now been superseded by the normative Annex X, which defines not only an extended set of profiles and levels, making use of further optional modes added in version 3 of H.263, but also a means to signal capability and use of these profiles and levels using the generic capability mechanism of H.245.

This contribution proposes that the current text of Appendix II be replaced with the attached text, as its former content has been superseded by Annex X.

II.1
Introduction

This Appendix previously contained a list of preferred mode combinations, structured into three “levels” of support. Its primary objective was to describe the order in which modes should be supported in decoders, rather than to enforce a particular small set of mode combinations upon encoders, with the aim that option-enhanced terminals would have a high probability of connecting to each other using some syntax better than the “baseline.”

The former content of this Appendix has been superseded by Annex X/H.263.
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
