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ITU-T Q4/2 would like to inform that it had a meeting in Geneva on 21 September 2016. During that meeting, it came to our notice that ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 35 has a work item N 2189 “Face-to-Face speech translation”. 

We already sent you a liaison statement on April 27, 2015 to inform SC 35 that ITU-T Q4/2 also has a draft Recommendation with a similar title and scope called “E.FAST: User interface for face-to-face speech translation considering human factors”.
According to the ISO web site, your work item has now reached the DIS stage and we would like to take this opportunity to get a copy of it so that we can review it and make comments (in our capacity of Category A liaison) so that our two draft standards will be harmonized as much as possible. The current draft of new Recommendation E.FAST is attached in this liaison for your information.
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
