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ITU-D Study Group 1 Question 7/1 (Access to telecommunication/ICT services by persons with disabilities and with specific needs) received a liaison statement (document SG1RGQ/258), from ITU-T/ITU-R IRG-AVA indicating that ITU-T and ITU-R have established an Inter-Sector Rapporteur Group on Audio Visual Media Accessibility (http://itu.int/en/irg/ava) with the participation of experts from ITU-R SG6 and of ITU-T SG9 and SG16. 
Members noted that IRG-AVA studies topics are related to audiovisual media accessibility and aims at developing draft Recommendations for “Access Systems” that can be used for all media delivery systems, including broadcast, cable, Internet, and IPTV. 

Considering that this subject is also covered by the work of SG1 Question 7/1 in ITU-D, the need to deal more efficiently on audio visual issues and making ICT accessible for PwD was highlighted by Members.

Therefore a liaison statement back for action was proposed by Members of SG1 Question 7/1 asking IRG-AVA to include ITU-D on this group and thus, ensure a better cooperation and coordination on ICT accessibility topic among all ITU sectors. 
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
